She led a significant organisational change which refocussed the Foundation’s work to promote young people as the key decision makers in all aspects of their work and governance.  Mary won a national award for this leadership and was also a finalist in the Telstra Business Women awards.  

Previously Mary was Senior Adviser to the Federal Minister for Industry, worked in New York with McKinsey & Company and with Consolidated Press Holdings in Sydney. 
Mary has a Master of Business Administration from Harvard University and a Bachelor of Commerce (Honours) from the University of Melbourne.
