ECASA provides a 24 hour crisis care service for people who have been assaulted recently – up to 2 weeks following a sexual assault where there is access to medical care and legal processes for those who choose to report to police.

What is sexual assault?

Sexual assault is any behaviour of a sexual nature that is unwanted, makes a person feel scared or uncomfortable and is without consent.

The offender may be someone who is known, a family member, a friend, a trusted professional, or a stranger.

Sexual assault includes verbal harassment/insults, flashing/perving, being forcibly exposed to pornographic films or magazines, unwanted touching or fondling, attempted rape, incest, or rape.

What is counselling?

The main aims of counselling are to:

· Enable people to feel more in charge of their life

· Focus on the individual and their needs

· Give time and a safe place to explore thoughts and feelings

· Identify possible solutions

Counselling is confidential except in situations where an individual will continue to be harmed or if the individual is planning to harm/hurt someone else or themselves.

Referrals can be made by individuals, student welfare coordinators, youth workers or other trusted persons.

Foundation House is a politically independent, non-profit community organisation. It provides services for adults and children from any country who have fled persecution, torture and war-related trauma to find safety in Australia.  A component of the organisation is a school support team which provides information and resources to teachers and schools to assist them in supporting their students with refugee backgrounds.  It is an active member of the Eastern Schools Refugee Action Network (ESRAN), a network of schools and service providers co-ordinated by the Department of Education and Early Childhood development in EMR.

Services:

· Counselling & support – workers provide counselling and advocacy support for individuals and families to assist with the resettlement process. Complementary therapy is also available for clients. Young people may be seen on their own, with a family member, or with the whole family. Anyone can refer a young person over 16 to the service, with their permission. Referrals for young people under 16 need permission from the parents. All sessions are private and confidential. Counselling can take place at the office, schools, or other location to suit the circumstances.

· Training and consultancy – regular workshops are delivered by the training team for organisations and professionals working with refugee clients.

· Resource development – a range of resources has been developed across the education and health sectors for use by those working with refugee clients.

· Programs – a number of programs are provided to assist with the resettlement issues for different groups within the refugee population eg. Group therapy sessions, school support networks, family strengthening strategy, Ucan2 transition program.

· Policy advocacy – FH contributes to policy on refugee issues at a state, federal and international level.

· Research – FH contributes to research on issues relating to refugees and asylum seekers.

· Finding Solutions – this early intervention program resolves conflicts between adolescents and their parents, keeping young people out of the Child Protection system, in school and at home.  Services offered include family mediation and individual support.  All referrals must come through DHS – Child Protection Services

· Family Reconciliation and Parent Support "Uniting Families" – this program targets families in conflict with adolescent children.  Services offered include mediation, clinical family therapy, short-term respite accommodation, and parent assertiveness training
· Adolescent Support – the Adolescent Support Program assists young people (12-17) who have significant links to EMR and who are at risk of homelessness or are having significant issues with home life and school.  The program provides specialist case management services to young people who are at risk of significant harm, as well as to statutory clients in need of additional case support to assist with family reunification
· Creating Connections – is a State Government funded initiative to enhance the delivery of existing support services and address identified service gaps.  Creating Connections offers a range of services for those 15-25 years who are vulnerable and/or at risk of homelessness, providing life skills training and support in order to assist young people find and maintain independent housing and gain access to employment and education

Maroondah Youth Services provides a wide range of direct and indirect services for young people between the ages of 12-25 years and their families who live, work or study within the Maroondah municipality.

Maroondah Youth Services also plays a key role in co-ordination of the local service system, which aims to actively identify youth needs and issues and advocate for effective responses on behalf of local young people.

Services:

· EV’s Lounge – on Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays during school term young people are welcome to drop-in to EV’s Youth Centre between 3.30-5.30pm to meet new friends, get involved in a range of activities and chat to a Youth Worker
· Music Lounge – a place where young inspiring artists can play live in front of their peers, as part of EV’s lounge, once a month on Fridays.
· The Maroondah FReeZA Group – 10-12 young people aged 15-21 years are recruited and trained annually. Tasks include planning and staging music and cultural events in Maroondah.  A key focus for the group is personal development

· Music Events – at least seven events are held each year costing between $5-16.  All events are drug, alcohol and smoke free with no pass-outs.  These events are run as part of the State Government’s FReeZA Program with youth workers, security and first aiders in attendance

· Teenage Holiday Program – for young people aged 12-16 years during school holiday periods. Bookings are essential and costs vary according to activities attended

· Young Leaders Program – approximately 30 Year 10 students from local secondary schools participate in this week-long program. It provides young participants with an opportunity to increase their confidence and learn skills that will enable them to participate more effectively in their school and community. Participants can then choose to take part in a 3-month Community Action Project, where they can put their newly learned skills into practice by researching youth issues to then plan and implement a community project of their choice

· Personal Development Programs – a range of both school based and after hours personal development programs is offered by Maroondah Youth Services throughout the year according to demand and identified needs.  These include Girls With Attitude (a young women’s program), and programs covering topics such as anger management, life skills, decision making, dealing with emotions, relationships, etc

· Individual Support – information, support and referral are available free from the Youth Services Team members.  Referrals can be made through schools, community agencies, families, and young people themselves.  Drop in to EV’s Youth Centre on Wednesday, Thursday or Friday afternoons, or call during office hours to make an appointment

· Snippets Short Film Festival – gives young people in Maroondah an opportunity to express themselves creatively through film and receive recognition for their efforts. Registration commences in February and the festival culminates with the awards ceremony and screening of the winning films around September
· The Youth Volunteer Recognition Function – provides Council and the local community with an opportunity to formally recognise the valuable contribution young people make to Maroondah through volunteering and leadership activities
· Skate & BMX Ambassadors Program – involves young people from Maroondah who actively contribute to Maroondah’s Skate and BMX Facilities. They meet with Maroondah City Council and Simply Skateboarding (who run the program for Maroondah City Council) on a monthly basis to represent and communicate the ideas and feedback from riders all through Maroondah

· National Youth Week Celebrations – an annual event held in April which includes a range of activities that highlight and celebrate young people and their skills, talents and contributions to the local community

· School Ties – this program allocates Youth Workers from Maroondah Youth Services to four local secondary schools to act as a liaison person between the school and Maroondah Youth Services. Schools are offered a number of contact hours with which we can deliver a range of programs and initiatives to enhance the wellbeing of students. This can include life skills programs, school projects or other initiatives

· Resources – include the Youth Information Card and the Youth Services in Maroondah booklet available free of charge upon request
· The Maroondah Youth Service Providers Network – the network is facilitated via an email system and quarterly meetings with guest speakers. Its purpose is to play a key role in the development and maintenance of an integrated, co-ordinated service system that works towards the improvement of service providers to young people in Maroondah

· Maroondah Youth Services participates in a wide range of networks and working groups in order to identify youth needs and issues and advocate for effective responses on behalf of local young people

· School Focused Youth Service is based at Maroondah Youth Services and supported by Maroondah City Council and Manningham City Council.

SFYS works to create and extend existing partnerships between schools and community agencies to improve service delivery for young people aged between 10-18 with an emphasis on 10-15 year olds by providing brokerage for projects and resource information

Fully integrated services include:


· YSASline24-hour telephone counselling and referral service

· Youth Outreach Teams

· Family Support

· Home-based Withdrawal Services

· Residential Withdrawal Services

· Residential Rehabilitation Service

· Koori Youth AoD healing Service

YSAS Reconnect family support program aims to improve the connections young people have with their family, school and the wider community.  This free service is available to families and young people aged 12-18 where there is conflict in the family and problems arising from substance use.  

YSAS Reconnect aims to prevent family breakdown and homelessness; improve the level of engagement of young people with family, education, work, training and the community; and assist young people and their families in identifying skills and resources available to them in resolving difficulties associated with substance use.

Services:

· Support – for young people, parents and other family members

· Family mediation
· Education – about adolescent development and substance use for teachers, parents, carers, etc

· Community education
· Secondary consultation – to other professionals

· Collaboration – to other professionals

Referrals:
Service providers can make referrals or young people and families can make direct contact.  YSAS Reconnect is an outreach service so can meet young people and families at a convenient time and place (eg school, home, neutral environments)
